1. from Olbia follow SS 125 direction Arzachena, 
2. having reached a wide round crossroads, after about 25 km, turn onto the ring road direction Palau – s. Teresa and 

follow the road signs to palau, up to the  SS125 
3. after about 4,6km on your left you will find the access to the SS which is at the half way of a long straight nearby a small 

church 
 
Note! 
Parking opportunies along the narrow asphalted road which is on left, 400mt before the public access, avoiding to hinder the traffic 
along the SS125 which is used by the competitors. 
 
 
Zona W at 2,60 km from the start 
 
Access Road 
 

1. from Olbia follow ss 125 direction Arzachena, 
2. having reached a wide round crossroads, after about 25km, turn onto the ring road direction Palau – S. Teresa and follow 

the road signs to Palau, up to the SS125, 
3. go onto the SS125 direction Palau up to the crossroad with the SS133 and turn left following the road signs to S Teresa 

di Gallura 
4. go onto the SS133 direction S. Teresa for 1,5km and turn left to Loc. “Lu Stazzareddu”, 
5. go ahead on the narrow asphalted road up to junction with the SS. 

 
Note: 
Access road completely asphalted. Not very exciting strecth with limited space and a lack of visibility 
 
Zona X at 6,00 km from the start 
 
Access Road 

1. from olbia follow the SS125 direction Arzachena 
2. having reached a wide round crossroads, after about 25 km, turn direction Palau- s. Teresa, 
3. up to the next round croosroads, still go onto direction Palau- S teresa up to the crossroads to Bassacutena onto the 

SP115 
4. turn left to Bassacutena and go onto the SP115 for about 4,4km 
5. turn left following the signposted “Tiro a  volo Arzachena” and go ahead along the narrow asphalted road up to junction 

with the SS. 
 
Note: 
Good parking opportunities along the access road. Wide area with many spectacular stretchs in the quarry area and /or at  its entrance and exit.
